(Company Name) shall promptly correct any work rejected and deemed defective by the owner/owner’s representative or as failing to conform to the contract documents or assertions made by (Company Name) for a period of one year after substantial completion of work.

EXCEPTIONS & DISCLAIMERS

(Company Name)’s guarantee applies to all labor and all materials only (not surface replacement) with the following exceptions:
1) It is considered normal for concrete to accept stain differently.

     a) Acid Based Stains chemically react with particles in the concrete and can vary based on the composition of the concrete.  Final color is different with each piece of concrete poured.

      b) Acrylic Stains are waterborne acrylic pigmented dye stains, and although more predictable than acid based stains, final color may vary due to shades and hues of the concrete. 
      c)  All stains will change color depending on sealer applied. 

Color can only be assured after application and drying of an on job site test. (Company Name) cannot and does not guarantee an exact match of any color at any time. 
2) Product failures caused by owner failure to secure job site and work environment from contaminants and damage during drying times and in between product applications. 

3)  Damage caused by other contractors and trades personnel who expose and spill contaminants on surfaces. 

4) Substrate deterioration which causes accelerated cracking or delaminating.
